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Institute of Germanic & Romance Studies

On 23 July 2009, the panel of the SAS Review of the IGRS completed its report. It
concludes: ‘The Panel was impressed by the range and quality of the Institute’s activities,
which have earned it widespread respect within the research communities in French,
German, Italian and Spanish studies in particular. The Panel was struck by the commitment
of its academic and administrative staff, which was clearly shown in discussions, and by the
leadership offered by the Director over a very broad brief. It was also pleased to note how
well the Germanic and Romance strands of activity inherited from its “parent” Institutes had
been integrated to form a cohesive organisation’. Although there are many challenges ahead
for the Institute, the report continues: ‘The changes in research culture offer an opportunity
for the Institute to establish itself at the heart of Modern Languages research in the UK'.

In 2009-10 we are delighted to announce a new addition to our academic staff: Dr Maria-
José Blanco, who will be running Spanish activities and whose research on women’s writing
and autobiographical texts chimes in perfectly with the IGRS’s research interests and
particularly the fields covered by our new Centres. These, the Centre for the Study of
Contemporary Women’s Writing [CCWW] and the Centre for the Study of Cultural Memory
[CCM], directed by Gill Rye and Katia Pizzi respectively, have come through their
preparatory year under the guiding hands of their directors and steering committees, and
with the administrative and design flair of Ricarda Vidal, and both are being launched this
year. On 16 October 2009, under the theme of Writing Childhood, the CCWW hosts a group
of bilingual readings by authors Ana Luisa Amaral (Portugal), Anna Mitgutsch (Austria) and
Nicoletta Valorani (Italy). On 4-6 February 2010 the CCM is holding its launch in the form of
an international Conference on Transcultural Memory; among the invited speakers are Astrid
Erll (Germany), Andrew Hoskins (UK), Dirk Moses (Australia) and Michael Rothberg (USA).

Cultural Memory is also the subject of two other international events to be held at the IGRS
this year. The first is a workshop by invitation, funded by ESF and COST as the first of five
debates on Cultural Literacy within a project to examine the changing place of literary and
cultural studies in Europe: entitled Remembering & Forgetting, it hosts twenty speakers from
twelve countries. At the other end of the year, 29 June - 3 July, the CCM is organising a
Summer School on Cultural Memory on behalf of SAS: this is open to everyone interested in
the field, and will include both seminars and explorations of London’s lieux de mémoire,
historic corners and pathways. And of course our MA in Cultural Memory continues alongside
our new MRes (masters by research) in Modern Languages.

As well as the infant Centres, an energetic programme of activities continues in their older
sister, the Ingeborg Bachmann Centre for Austrian Literature, directed as always by Martin
Liebscher in close collaboration with the Austrian Cultural Forum; and the firstborn, the
Research Centre for German and Austrian Exile Studies, is delighted to announce that, due
to a generous donation by Daniel Miller in the name of his actor parents Martin Miller and
Hannah Norbert Miller, their activities are set to expand in a variety of ways. A research
student begins work this year also due to a kind donation from the Anglo-Austrian Society.

This report would not be complete without three more remarks on the subject of books.
First: beginning this year a new seminar series, convened by Eduarda Mota, focuses on new
books to be launched: these include monographs published in 2009 by Gill Rye and Naomi
Segal. Second: we are proud to announce the imminent appearance this year of the first
four titles in our publications series igrs books. Third: the Germanic Studies Library has
moved at last, carefully watched over by subject specialist Martin Liebscher, to its temporary
new home in the North Block of Senate House, and eagerly awaits your visits.

The IGRS exists to serve its colleagues and friends, creating ways for them to meet, debate
and pool ideas. Only thus can it continue to ‘establish itself at the heart of Modern
Languages research in the UK’. So come to Stewart House and keep making it happen.

Naomi Segal

Professor Naomi Segal has been a comparatist since her PhD, and researches on literature,
culture and theory, with a particular interest in psychoanalysis, the body, gender and
sexuality. In her last post, in the Department of French Studies at the University of
Reading, she founded and directed the MA on The Body & Representation. She is the author
of 66 articles and 11 books, most recently Consensuality: Didier Anzieu, gender and the
sense of touch (2009), Indeterminate Bodies (2003), Le Désir a I'ceuvre (2000), André
Gide: Pederasty & Pedagogy (1998), and Coming Out of Feminism (1997). Among other
things, she has published on the French récit; the novel of adultery; triangles in Fatal
Attraction and The Piano; Gide, Barrie, birds and boys; unicorns in Rilke; and Princess
Diana. She is currently coediting four collections: Vicissitudes: Histories and Destinies of
Psychoanalysi; ‘When familiar meanings dissolve’: essays in French studies in memory of
Malcolm Bowie; Le Corps de l'autre: mémoire et psychanalyse; and Opera and the exotic at
the fin-de-siécle.

Maria-José Blanco

Dr Maria-José Blanco’s research interests lie in Contemporary Spanish writers with a special
focus on Women Writers and Life-Writing. Her PhD thesis (UCL) focuses on the use of life-
writing and writing as therapy in the work of Carmen Martin Gaite (1925-2000) her
Cuadernos de todo and her 1990s novels. Maria-José edited a special issue of the Journal of
Romance Studies on the theme of diaries written by women in the luso-hispanic world. She
organised a conference in 2007 on the theme of Diaries and is organising a conference to
commemorate the 10th anniversary of Carmen Martin Gaite’s death in December 2010. At
the IGRS she convenes the Contemporary Women'’s Writing in Spanish seminar and the
Spanish Reading Group. Maria-José teaches 20™ century Spanish Literature at King's
College London.

Martin LiebscherDr Martin Liebscher's interests lie in German philosophy of the 19" and
20" centuries, especially Friedrich Nietzsche, as well as in psychoanalysis and
psychotherapy (Sigmund Freud, Carl Gustav Jung), its history and influence on literature,
and in contemporary Austrian literature. His publications include London German Studies
XII: 'The Racehorse of Genius'. Literary and Cultural Comparisons [edited with Ben
Schofield and Godela Weiss-Sussex] (2009); Thinking the Unconscious. Nineteenth-century
German Thought [edited with Angus Nicholls] (2010), Kontinuitdten und Briiche.
Osterreichs literarischer Wiederaufbau seit 1945 [edited with H. Kunzelmann and T. Eicher]
(2006), Nationalism versus Cosmopolitanism in German Thought and Culture 1789-1914.
Essays on the Emergence of Europe [edited with M.A. Perkins] (2006), and Nietzsche-
Studien. Gesamtregister Bdnde 1-20 [1972-91] (2000), as well as articles in specialist
journals such as Nietzsche-Studien and Nietzscheforschung. Dr Liebscher is Director of the
Ingeborg Bachmann Centre for Austrian Literature as well the librarian of the Germanic
Studies Library Collection at the Institute.

Eduarda Mota

Eduarda Mota holds the position of IGRS Camd&es Fellow. Her main role is to promote
Lusophone-related cultural activities. Her current research interests lie in 20th-century
Portuguese literature and in the Portuguese literary canon as it has been perceived and
used by government decision-makers in conceiving the official programmes of Portuguese
at pre-higher education level. She was one of the contributors to I’'man, by José-Alberto
Marques (2009) a book celebrating 50 years over the publication of the first concrete poem
in Portugal.

Katia Pizzi

Dr Katia Pizzi’'s publications, particularly her monographs A City in search of an Author: The
Literary Identity of Trieste (2001) and Trieste: italianita, triestinita e male di frontiera
(2007), discuss authors from Trieste within their wider cultural and historical context and
address issues of identity formation linked to memory, nationhood, gender, ethnicity and
confession. Dr Pizzi has since taken her research further into the domain of cultural
memory and is a member of the European research project ACUME1 and ACUME2. Her
published research on children’s illustration and comics has developed into a wider interest
in the Futurist avant-garde. She is currently writing a book on the Futurists’ sustained
interest in technology, particularly machines, as well as editing the proceedings of the
conference ‘Pinocchio and the Mechanical Body'.

Gill Rye

Dr Gill Rye’s research interests and publications centre on contemporary French literature,
especially women'’s writing, feminist theory, gender, mothering, mourning and trauma. She
convenes the Contemporary Women’s Writing in French seminar and is Director of the
Centre for the Study of Contemporary Women’s Writing at the Institute. Her main
publications are Narratives of Mothering (2009), Reading for Change (2001) and Women’s
Writing in Contemporary France (2003, co-edited with Michael Worton), plus edited special
issues of Dalhousie French Studies (2004), L’Esprit Créateur (2005) and, with Carrie Tarr,
Nottingham French Studies (2006).

Ricarda Vidal

Dr Ricarda Vidal’s research interests lie in 20th and 21% century visual and literary culture.
She wrote her PhD (London Consortium) on the obsession with speed and the fascination
with the car and car crashes in 20th-century Western culture. While she is currently
preparing her thesis for publication, she has also started to work on a new project for which
she focuses on gentrification and urban development (in particular in London's East End)
and artistic practice as a countermovement to the commodification of culture and tradition.
Ricarda’s articles explore the legacy of Modernism and Romanticism, speed, the car and
driving as cultural phenomena as well as artist film and video. Apart from her academic
work, she also works as a curator for video art and is founding director of the international
shortfilm competition Betting on Shorts: More than a Eurovision of Shortfilm
(www.bettingonshorts.com)

Godela Weiss-Sussex

Dr Godela Weiss-Sussex’s main research interests lie in the culture and literature of the
19th and 20th centuries in the following areas: the works of German-Jewish writers
produced in Germany and in exile; contemporary women’s writing; the representation of
the city in literature and the relationship between literary text, contemporary aesthetic
theory and the visual arts. Her publications include: 'Not an Essence but a Positioning’:
German-Jewish Women Writers, 1900-1938 (2009, co-edited with Andrea Hammel);
‘Verwisch die Spuren!’ Bertolt Brecht’s Work and Legacy - A Reassessment (2008, co-
edited with Robert Gillett); Berlin. Kultur und Metropole in den Zwanziger und seit den
Neunziger Jahren (2007, co-edited with Ulrike Zitzlsperger); Georg Hermann. Deutsch-
judischer Schriftsteller und Journalist, 1871-1943 (2004, edited); and Metropolitan
Chronicles. Georg Hermann’s Berlin Novels 1897 to 1912 (2000).

Visiting Fellowships at the IGRS

The Institute welcomes applications for non-stipendiary Visiting Fellowships. Candidates
should intend to undertake research in a field relevant to the Institute’s work, and should
wish to spend a period of time (normally from one month to one year) in London. Research
students may be considered for non-stipendiary Visiting Scholarships. The Sylvia Naish
Bequest makes available one postgraduate Fellowship and two postdoctoral Visiting
Fellowships annually; selection is by competition, see below. Naish Fellows are indicated
with an asterisk in the list on p8.

The Institute can usually (but not always) offer office accommodation, and Fellows can use
email and other Institute and School facilities. They are provided with membership of the
Senate House Library and free access to the Institute’s conference programme. Continuing
Fellows are asked to contribute £100 annually and Visiting Fellows who have external
funding are required to pay a bench fee of £500 per half-year.

Applications can be made at any time, but preferably six months before the intended visit;
they should be made to the Director by email, giving the proposed dates and including a
brief curriculum vitae and research proposal.

William Robson-Scott Travelling Scholarship

This scholarship was established in memory of Professor W. D. Robson-Scott, Director of
the Institute of Germanic Studies from 1968 to 1973.

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The Sylvia Naish Research Fellowship (£2,000) is open to postdoctoral applicants
domiciled in one of the German-speaking countries, who wish to spend up to two months at
the Institute. Applicants must have a strong publications record and be in the early stages
of their academic career. Those holding a lectureship or equivalent position at a university
or similar institution will normally only be considered if they are taking unpaid leave for the
duration of the Fellowship. The Fellowship may not be held concurrently with another
fellowship or award.

The Sylvia Naish Postdoctoral Fellowship (£1,000) is open to postdoctoral applicants
living in the UK, who wish to spend up to one month at the Institute. Conditions as above.

The Sylvia Naish Postgraduate Fellowship (£1,000) is open to students in their second
or third year of study for a higher degree at a university in the UK, who wish to spend up to
one month at the Institute.

Fellowships at the School of Advanced Study
Visiting Professorial Fellowships at the School of Advanced Study

The School offers two Visiting Professorial Fellowships: the S. T. Lee Professorial Fellowship
and the School of Advanced Study Fellowship. Each is tenable for up to 6 months between
September and June, and is designed for distinguished senior scholars who wish to pursue
research in London in one or more of the areas covered by the School’s Institutes, and in
so doing engage in an active relationship with its multi-disciplinary scholarly community.

Fellowships cover travel, accommodation and research costs (maximum £14,000) in the
six-month period. Details, including method of application, are published in October for the
following year.

University of London Research Fellowships at the School of Advanced Study

The School of Advanced Study has created a new category of Fellowships, intended for
academic staff in the federal University of London. These are 4-month appointments,
designed to provide relief from teaching and administration so as to give staff research
time not otherwise available to them within the research leave arrangements of their
College. Fellowships are available to staff of any grade in permanent academic post at
Colleges of the University of London in a discipline of the humanities and social sciences
relevant to any Institute of the School. Fellowships are not remunerated.

The School will provide £5,000 (to the College or Department, as appropriate) towards buy-
out of teaching. Fellows will have access to a desk and appropriate facilities, in shared
office space in the School. Fellows will be expected to contribute to the life of the School
including giving a seminar in the Dean’s seminar series.

A defined research output is assumed as the goal but it is not required that this
immediately follow the Fellowship. The project proposal (max 1,500 words) should indicate
the contribution expected from the proposed period of research leave. Applications must be
on the prescribed form, obtainable from the Dean’s Office (School of Advanced Study,
University of London, Senate House, Malet Street, London WC1E 7HU;
deans.office@sas.ac.uk) including the research proposal, brief curriculum vitae and the
names of two academic referees. Applications require the endorsement of the applicant’s
head of department. The Dean’s Office can also supply details on the closing date for
applications.

Germanic Studies Library

The Germanic Studies Library, formerly the Library of the Institute of Germanic Studies,
has now moved into the Senate House. Open-access material is located on the second floor
of the North Block; volumes from the stacks can be ordered online and retrieved from the
Senate House Library issue desk on the fourth floor of the South Block. The online
catalogue system indicates whether a title is on open or closed access. The Librarian, Dr
Martin Liebscher, can be consulted on Monday and Thursday mornings, as well as on Friday
afternoons, in Room 306 in the North Block.

The collection is devoted principally to German language and literature from their
respective beginnings to the present day and it has substantial collections of

While language and literature (above all, primary texts) make up the bulk of the holdings,
there are also smaller collections on background subjects such as history, art, folklore,
publishing and other Germanic languages. The holdings on German film and theatre history
are more than just ‘background’, as is the Wende collection. Works by philosophers are in
general integrated with the literature sequences. Also collected are works relating to the
history of German studies, above all in the United Kingdom, but also in the German-
speaking countries and the USA. Titles include biographies and Festschriften of important
scholars, and general histories of Germanistik. The Priebsch-Closs Collection of rare books
and journals stretches from the late 15th to the 20th century, with hundreds of editions
from the classical and Romantic periods at its core. Book holdings are supported by
numerous archives of individual scholars and material collected by the Conference of
University Teachers of German in Great Britain and Ireland (CUTG) are kept at the
Institute.

In all areas, the Library has collected as many reference works as possible: bibliographies,
encyclopaedias, lexica, biographical dictionaries and so on, and are available on open
access. The whole stock is for reference only, but photocopying facilities are available.
Readers can trace items they require using the online catalogue
http://catalogue.ulrls.lon.ac.uk/search~S9.

The Library is open to all bona fide researchers who can make use of its resources.
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Research Centres

Ingeborg Bachmann Centre for Austrian Literature

The founding of the Ingeborg Bachmann Centre in 2002 was an important initiative in
bringing to a wider audience the rich and varied contribution made by Austria to modern
German-language literature. With the support of the Austrian Cultural Forum, the Erste
Bank and the Osterreich Kooperation, and latterly the Bithell Bequest Fund (University of
London) the Centre has established itself at the forefront of research on Austrian culture
and literature, reaching out beyond the confines of academia and provoking a lively interest
in Austrian literature among the English-speaking public.

2009-2010 promises as rich and diverse a programme as in previous years. The calendar
will include readings by two major Austrian writers, three conferences, a reading/recital, a
lecture on Freud’s portrayal of Jews in Greater Austria by Siegbert Prawer and the third
Bachmann Centre Lecture, which will be given by Andrew Barker.

Both Lydia Mischkulnig and Anna Mitgutsch will give readings this year: Mischkulnig as
writer-in-residence, and Mitgutsch at the launch of the Institute’s Centre for the Study of
Contemporary Women'’s Writing in October.

The 200th anniversary of Haydn’s death will be commemorated with a recital by the Matteo
Quartet and a reading by Eva Maria Teja Mayer, an event sponsored by the John Coffin
Memorial Fund of the University. Haydn also features in the conference marking the death
of Peter Branscombe, Professor of Austrian Studies at St Andrews University. The event will
bring together colleagues and friends speaking on topics central to his research, and will
conclude with a reception and concert.

The ‘Polemical Austria’ conference in May will examine the concept of ‘Austria’ as seen
through the eyes of various social groups after 1945. Shedding light on Austria’s self-
perception will be historians and literary scholars, and among the eminent speakers is
Robert Evans.

Many events look to the past for inspiration, but the season ends on a forward-looking
note. The postgraduate conference on current research in Austrian literature meets for the
seventh year running, and gives young scholars the opportunity to come into contact with
latest developments in the field.

Research Centre for German and Austrian Exile Studies

The Exile Centre was established at the then Institute of Germanic Studies in 1995, when
the Institute offered a home to this new organisation, which combined the former London
Research Group for German Exile Studies and the Research Centre for Germans and
Austrians in Great Britain. Its Chair is Professor J.M. Ritchie, Emeritus Professor of German
at Aberdeen, who donated the Ritchie Collection of books on exile to the Library.

The work of the Centre focuses on the history of German-speaking émigrés (including those
from the then Czechoslovakia, Hungary and Poland) who found refuge in Great Britain, on
their personal recollections and experiences, their reception in British society, and their
enrichment of the life of their new country of residence in such varied spheres as the
professions, industry, literature, art and culture, politics, publishing, the media and the
world of entertainment and leisure.
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The main focus of the Centre has so far been on the émigrés who came to Britain in the
1930s and 1940s, but it also intends to embrace the important groups of émigrés who
arrived in the 19th century and earlier.

The Centre aims to promote research in exile studies and, with the Institute, to establish
postgraduate scholarships and research fellowships to allow scholars to pursue research in
the field. In addition to the books held in the Germanic Studies Collection, the Centre is
building up an archive of documents and taped interviews as a historical record of exile life
in this country. The Centre seeks to facilitate research in the field of Exile Studies by means
of:

e An annual lecture by an eminent speaker and a number of research seminars
throughout the academic year

e A conference every three years, of which the proceedings are published
e Publications in the field and the Yearbook, published by Editions Rodopi, Amsterdam

e Projects such as the Oral History project, a series of interviews with surviving émigrés
detailing their personal accounts, published as Changing Countries, and the study of the
Austrian Centre, the principal organization in London for refugees from Austria during
the wartime years, published as Wien - London Hin und Retour.

The Centre held some of the first conferences on exile in Great Britain and continues to be
active in this way. A one-day conference to commemorate the 70" anniversary of the
Kindertransport took place in September 2009. A three-day conference on ‘Austrian and
German Exiles in the Performing Arts in Britain’ will be held in September 2011.

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English Goethe Society

The English Goethe Society was founded in 1886 for the purpose of promoting the study of
Goethe’s work and thought. It is the oldest learned society devoted to German studies in
the United Kingdom and is, at the same time, at the forefront of research on Goethe,
promoting work by practically all British scholars in the field. In 1891 the Society’s scope
was extended, so that, while always keeping Goethe as the central figure, the attention of
its members might also be directed to other fields of German literature. Besides Lessing,
Schiller, and other 18th-century writers, it regularly includes work on 19th- and 20th-
century authors, notably Thomas Mann. The Society pursues its aims by means of
meetings, discussions, conferences, the publication of transactions, and in any other mode
that from time to time may seem advisable to its governing body.

The Society meets five times a year at the IGRS; in addition, the Ida Herz Lecture is held in
alternate years. Apart from the main event of the evening - a paper delivered by a guest
speaker - there is also an opportunity for members to meet over a glass of sherry before
the paper, and to engage in discussion with the speaker afterwards. The Society organizers
occasional workshops and conferences on topics or authors falling within its purview.

The Publications of the English Goethe Society (PEGS) appear annually and contain the
papers delivered to the Society during the previous year. The library and archives of the
Society are placed on permanent loan at the Germanic Studies Library, Senate House.

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European Science Foundation

Professor Naomi Segal is the UK representative on the Standing Committee for the
Humanities of the European Science Foundation (ESF). In June 2007, IGRS hosted the
annual meeting of the Standing Committee’s Core Group and Member Organisations. The
SCH is one of ESF'’s five Standing Committees. The ESF is the only European agency where
the Humanities enjoy equal status with the other research fields: Physical and Engineering
Sciences; Medical Sciences; Life, Earth and Environmental Sciences, and Social Sciences.

The main tasks of the Standing Committee for the Humanities are: to encourage
interdisciplinary work through the independent evaluation of collaborative research
proposals emanating from the scholarly community; to identify priority research areas and
to play an integrative and coordinating role by creating links between research communities
which in the Humanities are often small and fragmented; to contribute to the development
of the ESF science policy agenda; and to provide expert advice on science policy actions at
the European level in the field of its responsibilities.

In 2009, Naomi Segal was commissioned by the SCH to represent it on three projects:
representing the Humanities on a review of the Research Conferences Scheme between ESF
and the University of Linkdping, serving on the Review Monitoring Board for the evaluation
of research proposals submitted to the European Space Agency and serving as Vice-Chair
for the Humanities and Social Sciences on the ESF-ALLEA review of the Bulgarian Academy
of Sciences. She also chaired the selection panel for the Joint Research Programme on
Creativity and Innovation of HERA (Humanities in the European Research Area). In 2010
she serves on two further SCH committees: a committee devising the 2011 Humanities
Spring and a committee for Central and Eastern European Scholarship in the Humanities.

The key role of the Standing Committee is to speak for the Humanities in Europe and to
work to create a more prominent and integrated place for the Humanities in the European
landscape.In October 2008, the Standing Committee for the Humanities commissioned a
Strategic Workshop to look into the current state and future development of the field of
literary studies. A Working Group defined this field in October 2007 as the study through
literary methodologies of objects that share elements of four key concepts: textuality,
rhetoricity, fictionality and historicity.

In 2009-10, this project continues as an ESF-COST Synergy under the title Cultural Literacy
in Contemporary Europe. Four workshops will run (at IGRS and the Universities of Dublin
(IE), St Gallen (CH) and Sabanci (TU). A closing Synthesis Workshop will be held in
Brussels a policy report and a publication will follow.
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MA in Cultural Memory

This taught MA programme brings together an unparalleled team of specialists in a wide
range of disciplines and national cultures from universities in and near London,
consolidating the Institute’s role in fostering scholarly inquiry across London and
nationwide. The degree programme is supplemented by a Cultural Memory Seminar (see
p36), and by the Centre for Cultural Memory (see p13).

The MA will be of interest to those wishing to work in the heritage industry, those
concerned with community and minority issues, and those interested in expanding their
cultural knowledge through interdisciplinary, cross-cultural study, and in acquiring an up-
to-date grounding in cultural theory. Given its interdisciplinary, cross-cultural focus, it also
provides a pathway to doctoral research in a wide range of areas, which may be pursued at
the IGRS.

The programme centres on the cultures of 19th and 20th-century France, Germany, Spain,
Italy and Portugal, and other parts of the world where Germanic and Romance languages
are spoken, but also includes coverage of other cultures including English. In particular, it
seeks to explore the various ways in which culture is based on the construction,
manipulation and transmission of memories, and the role played by memory in collective
and individual identity formation.

Students follow a core course in ‘Cultural memory: theories and concepts’, plus courses in
‘Public memories: nation, heritage, local and minority communities’ and ‘Private memories:
the self, family, gender, ethnicity’. The dissertation may take the form of a written or
practical project. Students follow a compulsory course in Research Skills and Methods, also
offered to graduate students in Modern Languages of the University of London and beyond
(see Research Training, p20 below).

The degree may be followed full-time over one year or part-time over two years.

MRes in Modern Languages: French, German, Italian, Spanish
and Portuguese

The MRes has been designed to maximize flexibility of choice and outcome, offering
opportunities to those who would like specific training for postgraduate research in modern
languages, aiming ultimately at a PhD, those who want to take a challenging end-stopped
masters and/or those who have one, two or three modern foreign languages.

This programme is intended mainly as a route into higher research in which research
training is accompanied by two terms of guided essay writing (assessed by essay 1 and
essay 2) in addition to the dissertation. The MRes combines a significant research
component, which will enable students to demonstrate initiative and creativity, with
elements designed to broaden their experience by equipping them with a range of
transferable skills.

Training, essays and dissertation are delivered, as applicable, by a team of over 40
academics from Colleges and Universities in London and beyond. Their specialisms include
postcolonial studies, gender studies, comparative literature, anthropology, art history, city
studies, travel-writing, life-writing, philosophy and critical theory. This provides a uniquely
rich source of expertise across the interdisciplinary field of modern languages. Teaching
and supervising is normally in English, but the subject language may be used by
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agreement, and native speakers of French, German, Italian, Portuguese and Spanish may
write some of their assessments in the language.

The degree also takes advantage of the rare opportunities for Research Training and
seminar attendance offered by the Institute and the School, the excellent resources of
Senate House Library in the field and the exceptional holdings in the 100,000-volume
Germanic Studies collection, and the existence in IGRS of Research Centres for Exile
Studies, Ingeborg Bachmann Centre for Austrian Literature, Contemporary Women’s
Writing and Cultural Memory Studies.

This well-established website consists of three sets of online materials: skills packages,
directories of research resources, and videos giving advice on a range of issues of interest
to postgraduate students (and others).

Skills packages

These provide a vital training reference point for postgraduates, prospective and otherwise,
who want to learn what to expect, find out how to apply for a grant, compose an academic
cv, and so on. The skills packages are not specific to a particular language area, and cover

The skills packages comprise practical activities, with facilities for self-assessment, allowing
you to apply the skills to the requirements of your own research project. They also include
handouts from research training sessions on these topics, and some audio files, and are
currently being expanded to include video tutorials.
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These skills packages are designed to complement an institution’s face-to-face research
training programme.

Directories of research resources

PORT provides a portal to resources in modern languages - currently Czech, French,
German, Italian, Polish, Portuguese, Russian and Spanish. Catalogues, archives, museums,
institutes, virtual libraries and other relevant sites are all accessible, with links to the
institutions concerned, and where appropriate there is practical advice on access, facilities
and usage.

This project was initially undertaken under the umbrella of the HEFCE-funded UCML
Collaboration Programme for Modern Languages in Higher Education, and was supported in
its second stage by the Vice-Chancellor’s Development Fund, University of London and the
AHRC.

Video clips
A series of video clips offering advice to postgraduate students (and others) were uploaded
on the PORT site in November 2008 as part of the AHRC-funded Collaborative Network.

German Philosophy Reading Group
Convenor: Dr Johan Siebers (johan.siebers@sas.ac.uk)
Mondays 4pm to 6pm

The German Philosophy Reading Group is open to philosophers and Germanists, both
students and staff, interested in reading and discussing classic texts in German philosophy
in their original form. The seminar offers an opportunity for close reading and discussion of a
selection of seminal texts in the history of German thought and - where relevant - to
practise German philosophy reading skills. Texts selected for discussion each session will fit
loosely around a core topic, with each seminar devoted to a single text.

The topic for 2009-2010 is Hegel's Wissenschaft der Logik and the philosophical Volksbuch,
story and aphorism in the work of some Hegelian Marxists who have often also been
inspired by Johann Peter Hebel. Hegel's Wissenschaft der Logik (1812, 1831) contains the
development of the idea of dialectical reason and forms the basis of his philosophical
system. It has exercised a profound influence, and has attracted profound criticism as well,
in philosophy and beyond. Marxism, Lacanian psychoanalysis, existentialism, hermeneutics
and significant parts of more contemporary discussions in philosophy (Zizek, Honneth,
Brandom) refer intrinsically, if sometimes implicitly, to the themes of the Logik. The work
has been called the 'algebra of the revolution'. Hegel himself spoke of a 'deep principle' for
the modern world.

Annual subscription rate for option 1: £37 per member of staff included in the application.

Annual subscription rate for option 2: £27 per member of staff included in the application.
